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Alternating different ethnic groups in a disparate environment, they lived in the areas that are today Iran, Iraq, Turkey, Syria, Israel, Jordan, and Saudi Arabia.
Agricultural population and yet the emergence of large and wealthy cities.
The Sumerians, the Babylonians, the Assyrians, ...inhabited the highlands and steppes, engaged in cattle breeding...Iranians and Hittites and groups with craft and maritime culture focused especially on trade - Phoenicians and Syrians + Cyprus.

The chronology here is from the Neolithic period around 6500 BC to Alexander the Great in 334 BC. With whose conquests Greek culture spread here.

Calculus
There was a big shortage, so it was only used to create sculptures and sculptures. Also on stamps and seal rollers, various motifs of fauna and flora, but also mythical scenes, the heroes Gilameš and Enkidu - tamers of beasts. The compositions were steady, initially crowded, later more moderate. Some of the rolls are inscribed with the name of the ruler - they can be dated by it.

Some vessels were also made of marble, as well as lamp covers made of steatite with intertwined snakes, as well as mosaics.

Painting
It is evident from some of the remains that the walls of the palaces were probably painted on lime plasters.

Ceramics
A large number of monuments.usually decorated. The oldest ceramics include geometric wall decoration made of cone-shaped nails made of fired clay, driven inward with the point. End of the 3rd millennium plate with plastic decor.

Glass
Only a small collection of objects from before the Greek period. ... well-known are frit pearls, enamel, since the 2nd millennium they have been containers for make-up, chocolate boxes and fillings made of glazed bricks.

Goldsmithing
Royal Tombs at Ur.
Puebi - gold headdress with leaves, combination with lapis lazuli, around 2600 BC.

Metals:
Alloys of bronze and copper, especially animal motifs.

Furniture
We do not know the direct objects, only a few ivory representations.
